· I’m interested in designing a portable barbeque.
· The barbeque should be similar in size to the Weber Go-Anywhere grill seen here: http://www.weber.com/grills/?glid=7&mid=28
· The barbeque should be in the design of a Nascar car. Specifically, I would like it to be designed like Dale Earnhardt Jr.’s car. A good example of what his car looks like can be seen here: http://daleearnhardtjr.shop.sportstoday.com/Product.aspx?pc=8EAM1144#
By clicking the “enlarge image/alternate views” button below the car image, you can get a close-up view of his car.
· The car should be split down the middle, horizontally, so that the top half of the car is the cover to the barbeque, and the bottom half of the barbeque is where the charcoal and the metal grill sits. 
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· The cover should hinge like a chest and not be able to be removed from the bottom half, please see the second image under “images to be created” below for example.

· The wheels will be the feet to the barbeque.

· A handle to the cover will either need to be added to the roof of the car or perhaps doing something creative with the windows. (Please see below image for further handles explanation)
· Handles will need to be added to the bottom half of the grill, similar to the “Go-Anywhere” grill that extend off the sides. (Please see below image for further handles explanation)
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· Try to keep the car to scale as much as possible.
